The prayers are prepared locally for each
occasion. The following examples may be
adapted or used as appropriate.

Gathered together by the Holy Spirit,
let us pray for the church and the needs
of the world.

A brief silence.

Continue that work in your
church, making us a new creation that
proclaims your presence and love. God

hear our prayer.

Creator God, nature reveals your power
and glory.

Redeemer God, you call us to pray for
those in authority. Guide our leaders to
pursue the work of fostering peace and
community. God of grace,

hear our prayer.

Sustaining God, you are mindful of
your people in every circumstance.
Heal those who are sick. Provide for all
who hunger. Protect those in harm’s
way. Comfort any experiencing hard-
ship (especially). God of grace,

hear our prayer.

Gracious God, we pray for the children
of our church and community. Provide
for their needs. Support their caregiv-
ers. Nurture their faith. God of grace,
hear our prayer.

Here other intercessions may be offered.

Loving God, we give thanks for those
who have died and claimed their baptis-
mal promises (especially). Strengthen us
to live as they did in communion with
you. God of grace,

hear our prayer.

Trusting you receive all our prayers, we
commend our spoken and unspoken
prayers to you, O God, through Jesus
our Savior.

The Holy Trinity
May 31, 2026

Though the word trinity is not found in the scriptures, today’s second reading includes the
apostolic greeting that begins the liturgy: The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, the love of God,
and the communion of the Holy Spirit be with you all. In the gospel Jesus sends his disciples
Sforth to baptize in the name of the Father, and the Son, and the Holy Spirit. More than a
doctrine, the Trinity expresses the heart of our faith: we have experienced the God of creation
made known in Jesus Christ and with us always through the Holy Spirit. We celebrate the
mystery of the Holy Trinity in word and sacrament, as we profess the creed, and as we are sent
into the world to bear witness to our faith.

Almighty Creator and ever-living God: we worship your glory, eternal Three-in-
One, and we praise your power, majestic One-in-Three. Keep us steadfast in this
faith, defend us in all adversity, and bring us at last into your presence, where you
live in endless joy and love, Father, Son, and Holy Spirit, one God, now and forever.
Amen.

Paul closes a challenging letter to the Corinthians with an appeal to Christian fellowship
grounded in the triune harmony of Christ’s grace, God’s love, and the Spirit’s partnership.

[Paul writes:] Finally, brothers and sis-
ters, farewell. Be restored; listen to my
appeal; agree with one another; live in
peace; and the God of love and peace
will be with you. *Greet one another

with a holy kiss. All the saints greet you.

¥The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ,
the love of God, and the communion of
the Holy Spirit be with all of you.

Matthew 28:16-20

After his resurrection, Jesus summons his remaining disciples and commissions them to bap-
tize and teach all nations in the name of the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.

Now the eleven disciples went to
Galilee, to the mountain to which
Jesus had directed them. "When they
saw him, they worshiped him, but they
doubted. *And Jesus came and said
to them, “All authority in heaven and
on earth has been given to me. “Go

therefore and make disciples of all na-
tions, baptizing them in the name of
the Father and of the Son and of the
Holy Spirit *and teaching them to
obey everything that I have command-
ed you. And remember, I am with you
always, to the end of the age.”
